- for Common Loon, Osprey, Willet, Raven, Yellow Warbler, Red-eyed Vireo

McCormack's Beach and Shore Road
- for Common Loon, Black Guillemot, Osprey

Frog Pond (off Purcell's Cove Road)
- for Common Merganser, American Robin, American Goldfinch, Pileated
Woodpecker, Red-winged Blackbird, White-throated Sparrow, Cedar Waxwing,
Yellow Warbler, Red-eyed Vireo

Red Bridge Pond (off Braemar Drive, Dartmouth)
- for Common Loon, Common Merganser, Osprey, Red-winged Blackbird, Common
Tern

Mount Uniacke Estate Park
- for Pileated Woodpecker, Common Mergansers, Am. Robin, Am. Goldfinch,
White-throated Sparrow, Cedar Waxwing, Raven, Yellow Warbler, Red-eyed
Vireo.

West Lawrencetown Marsh (Hwy #207)
- for Common Merganser, Red-winged Blackbird, Common Tern, Yellow Warbler,
Red-eyed Vireo, Raven.

Lawrencetown (Marsh across from beach)
- for Willet, Red-winged Blackbird, Osprey.

Three Fathom Harbour Loop and Rocky Run
- for Common Merganser, Willet, Am. Robin, Am. Goldfinch, Red-winged
Blackbird, White-throated Sparrow, Yellow Warbler, Red-eyed Vireo, Grey
Catbird.
