Halifax, Nova Scotia-  Community representatives from organizations from Baddeck to Chezzetcook are in Halifax to talk about how their efforts are creating success for their coastal communities.  They talk about how strategies like starting a local curling club, fighting an aquaculture expansion, water quality testing, and re-opening formerly polluted clam flats have had positive impacts on the future of their coastal communities. 

The panel discussion will take place on Thursday, April 2nd from 7:30 – 9:00 pm in Room 105, Weldon Law School, Dalhousie University. Coastal communities are where the real action is happening now.  These are the people who are shaping our coastal futures” says, Jennifer Graham, Coastal Coordinator at the Ecology Action Centre. “The province of Nova Scotia is in the process of developing a Sustainable Coastal Development Strategy. Listening to these panelists will provide ideas and inspiration about how we see our coastal province in the next 20 years.”
