Call Talk Back and let them know what you think about Nova Scotia’s coasts, climate change and coastal policy.  Here are some suggested starting points:

· We need a moratorium on building permits on all protected beaches and floodplains

· We want to see government money go into coastal planning and risk assessment and not into one off repair or shoreline fortification

· We can start putting money into restoration of salt marshes and beaches rather than shoreline hardening
· The cost of prevention is less than the cost of repair. Let’s avoid building infrastructure in places that we have to protect

· Municipalities need clear direction and incentives from the province

· Homeowners need good information about risks: the information should come from government, real estate agents 

· Communities need to play a role in decision-making for the coast: their homes and livelihoods are most at risk, and they have local expertise
· The province needs to show leadership by going forward with the coastal strategy that will set the directions, targets, and goals. When can we expect this to move forward?
