EAC Blown Away Lack of Federal Support for Renewable Energy 
Halifax – On January 27, 2009 the Ecology Action Centre issued a press release highlighting that important programming was missing in the federal budget such as ecoENERGY for renewables program and raised concerns that “the lack of investment in renewable energy is a disappointment.”

Today the Chronicle Herald reported that funding initially earmarked to support wind energy was instead allocated to the Clean Energy Fund, which, despite its name, is not such a “clean” investment. Approximately 80% of this fund is dedicated to carbon capture and storage.
“Canadians should ask themselves if the federal government has their long term interests in mind when it comes to national energy policy,” says Cheryl Ratchford Energy Coordinator at the Ecology Action Centre. “When you compare the 2009 Obama Administration’s budget to the Canadian federal budget you see the American’s investing 14:1 per capita in renewable energy and we are very concerned.”

It is critical for our environment, economy and society that we build the infrastructure necessary to thrive in a low carbon economy.
