A Sea of Love:  The Ecology Action Centre and Nova Scotia Museum of Natural History Offer Rare Opportunity to Cuddle Seafloor Critters this Valentine’s Day

The marine species that make their home off the coast of Nova Scotia are diverse, mysterious and beautiful – but often difficult to cuddle. 

This Valentine’s Day though, ocean lovers can take heart. Thanks to the work of dozens of intrepid crafters, an entire yarn-based marine ecosystem will be available for hands-on exploration. Between 1 and 3 pm, the Ecology Action Centre will host an up-close afternoon with these huggable specimens at the Nova Scotia Museum of Natural History.
Last winter, the Ecology Action Centre teamed up with local yarn destination The Loop Craft Café on a project called “Stitchin’ Fish.” Crafters from across the province responded to a call for crafted marine species found off Nova Scotia’s coast, contributing soft and fuzzy creatures from the esoteric Sea Mouse and the mighty Great White Shark, to the edible Winter Flounder.

Bring a date- after all, these sensitive marine creatures could really use some love. Many are threatened by various impacts to our marine ecosystem, from habitat destruction, over fishing, and water pollution to the impacts of climate change. 

This knitted, crocheted, quilted and otherwise hand-crafted diorama will be available for hugs between 1 and 3 pm. Ecology Action Centre staff will also be on hand to answer questions and spread their love for sharing information about various exciting marine conservation activities.   The crafted creatures will also be on display in the Nova Scotia Museum of Natural History’s marine gallery through February 28th.
Museum admission for adults is $5.75, for youth (5-17) is $3.75, and children under the age of 5 get in free.
