Green Mobility Funding Available

Grants are now available for rural communities and small towns to implement environmentally friendly transportation infrastructure projects.

The Green Mobility Capital Grants Program is accepting applications from towns, municipalities and community groups in the creation of community-based sustainable transportation infrastructure. This is the third year of this successful program. More than $84,000 dollars in grants will be awarded. Applicants can apply for up to $25,000 towards the capital costs of a project to be completed by March 2011. Matching funding of at least 50% of the total project value is required. Project funding can be used to support initiatives such as: commuter trails, feeder busses, bike lanes, bike racks, passenger ferries, share the road signage, pedestrian zones, and more!
The Green Mobility Capital Grants Program was created and is administered by the Ecology Action Centre, a non-profit organization that has worked to build a healthier, more sustainable Nova Scotia for almost 40 years. The program is made possible by funding from Conserve Nova Scotia.

“We are looking for sustainable transportation projects that help tackle climate change by reducing greenhouse gas emissions”, says Internal Director Maggy Burns. “At the same time we are excited to be giving out these grants because we know that access to sustainable transportation options has a wide range of benefits including better access to health care and community revitalization.” 

Previous grant recipients showed impressive results including a dramatic 85% reduction in kilometres travelled by the Ross Creek Centre for the Arts in Canning during one busy 5 week period, an increase in the active transportation of both youth and staff at the Cape Breton Libraries in Louisbourg, Baddeck and Ingonish, and reduced sense of isolation for seniors in Isle Madame served by Strait Area Transit.
